The Body Corporate Manager also explained the importance of the continuity to comply with the body
corporate's legal responsibilities, and that he can only give general advice not personal advice. The Body

The Body Corporate Manager advised owners that as general advice they should seek professional insurance
advice about arranging their own insurance cover, including contents insurance cover, for the following reasons.
The corporation's policy does not cover curtains and window treatments, floor coverings and light fittings as
these are classed as contents. Secondly, the corporation's policy covers public liability for events occurring on
common property but not on owners' property such as inside their unit, their porch, balcony, carport, back yard
etc.

That is, they are not covered for Legal/Public Liability for events in their own property. The Body Corporate
Manager also advised that their tenant's contents policy only covers the tenant's interests and does not cover the
owner's interest. For all these reasons the Body Corporate Manager urged owners to seek professional
insurance advice about their own insurance cover.
